• Attend and participate fully in staff training prior to camper arrival

• Be open and willing to facilitate camp activities through setup, tear down, and background 

tasks.

Advancement Opportunities 

• Successful Junior Counselors may be asked to lead cabins in camps like Mini-Camp or small 

Elementary Cabins. They may also be asked to participate in Day Camp. 

• The initial junior counselor employment is initially only 5 weeks of summer (as chosen by you) 

o If you are successful in completing those weeks and we have need for more staff, you 

may be asked to continue on weekly for additional pay.

• Willingness to travel with other Adventure Camp Staff and campers to various trip sites 

• Desire to be in wilderness settings for extended periods of time and instill admiration for those 

settings in youth
